10. Discussion of Faculty Alliance common calendar committee proposal ¢ Tara

Faculty Alliance made two recommendations to the common calendar. One is to make the
Wednesday before the Thanksgiving Holiday to be a non-teaching day. The second is to allow the
campuses to designate non-teaching days due to campus traditions.

UAF did not receive any objections to the recommendations. UAA and UAS did not receive any
feedback on the recommendations.

The purpose of the common calendar was to have the same course teaching schedules, Spring Break
dates, and same fee payment schedules. If there are different dates at each campus will this affect
the students negatively? The committee will discuss the common fee payment schedule.
